The purpose of this Intergovernmental Service Agreement (IGA) i s  to establish a formal 
binding relationship jxtween the U.S. Flarshals Service and other federal user agencies 
(the government) and Ea l th re ,  !.ID (the City) for the detention of persons charged 
with or convicted of violations of federal law or held as material witnesses (federal 
prisoners) a t  the Baltimre City Ja i l  (the facility). 

ARTICLE I1 - SUPPORT AND MEDICAL SERVICES 

1. The City agrees to accept a$ provide for the secure.custody, care and safekeeping 
of federal prisoners in accordance w i t h  state and imai ;12~.s, stanwds, policies, 
procedures, or-ccurt orders applicable to the -rations of the facility. 

2. The City w i l l  provide in-buse medical care for federal prisoners a t  no additional 
charge to the per diem rate. Fbwever, i f  a fedekal prisoner i s  required to go to a 
hospital, the cost for hcspitalization w i l l  be paid for by the govemnt  a* the 
current hospital rate and the City w i l l  riot charge the goveri-nnent the per diem rate. . 
The government w i l l  also pay for all Meal charges for federal prisoners while 
confined i n  the hospital. 

The City w i l l  not charge the qovernment for any additional security, as long as the 
federal prisoner i s  hcused in the jai l  security ward a t  the Baltimre City Hospital. 
However, i f  a federal prisoner requires special treatment, or i f  the security ward 
is filled, the g o v e m t  w i l l  pay for the additional security personnel a t  the 
current rate of p y  a t  the  and one half. 

3.  The City agrees to notify the U.S. Marshal as soon as possible of a l l  emergency 
medical cases requirixq r-val of a prismer f r m  the fac'ility and to obtain prior

authorization for remval for all other medical services required. . - 
ARTICLE 111 - R E C E I V ~ G  &D DISCHARG 

1. - The City agrees to accept as federal prisoners h e  persons d t t e d  by 
federal law enforcement officers for violatiom of federal laws only u p n  presentation 
by the officer of proper law enforcmnt crec?extizls. 

2. .The C i t y  agrees to release federal prisoners only to  law enforcement officers - 
of agencies initially ccmnitting the prisoner (i.e. DEA, Its, etc.) or to a Deputy 
United States Marshal. Those prisoners w b  are ramnded to  custody by a US. Marshal 
my only be released. to a U.S. Marshal or an agent specified by the U.S. Jlarshal of 
.the- Judicial D i s t r i c t .  

3. Govemnt user agencies agree to mintdin federal population levels a t  or 
belcw the level established by the facility administrator. The facility administrator 
my establish levels for each user agency. 

4. Federd prisoners may not  be released fran the facility or placed i n  the custody of 
stat6 or  local officials for any reason except for medical or emrqency situations. 
Federal prisoners sought for a state or local court proceeding nusti>e acquire3 t?lrouoh 
a Writ of Haheus Corpus or the Interstate Agreement of Detainers and then only with 
the concurrence of the District U.S. Marshal.

2. The r a t e  m y  be renegotiated not mre than once per  year, after the Agree- 
mt has  bee,^ effective for  twelve n-onths. 

3. The City my in i t i a tk  a request fo r  a r a t e  increase or decrease by notifying the  
U.S . Narshal i n  writing a t  l e a s t  60 days p r io r  to the  desired ef fec t ive  date of t h e  
adjustment. Each ra te  adjustxent sulmitted must include a cuxpleted Basic-Data 
Sheet and Certification Fonn available- f r m  the  U .S. Yjarshal. The City agrees to  
provide additional cost informtion t o  s u p p r t  a r a t e  increase and to permit an 
audi t  of accounting records upon request of the Xarshals Serv'ice. 

4. Criter ia  used tc evaluate the increase or decrease i r ?  t he  per-capita r a t e  s h a l l  
be those specified i n  the federal ccs t  standards f o r  contracts and grants with S t a t e  
and local g o v e m n t s  issued by the Office of Management and Budget. 

5. The effective date of the r a t e  mdif ica t ion  w i l l  be negotiated and s,ecified on 
f i le  IGA' likdification farm approvsd and signed by a Marshals Service Conc~acting 
Officer.

The designee noted by the federal prisoner shall be notified 
by mail at the location indicated by the federal prisoner, 
that their property has been left in the Baltimore City 
Detention Center's possession and must be picked up within 
thirty (30) days, once the federal prisoner is removed from 
the detention facility and will not return, 

2 .  PRISONER CURRENCY. The Local Government shall furnish a 
check or money order to federal prisoners for cash in their 
possession, or in their account, once they are removed from 
the detention facility and will not return. 
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
